VE Liaison’s report:  WBØS reported that VE patches had been received and disbursed to those VE’s who expressed interest in having one.  There are 4 extras available.  One person is scheduled to test after the meeting.
CW Class:  The class is continuing and anyone interested is welcome to join in anytime.  This class meets after breakfast at 9am every Saturday morning at Mel’s Country Café.  
Mayor’s Run for Reading:  Event was held on Saturday, April 25th.  Turnout was great and no incidents were reported.    
Training Committee:  No report.
Field Day:  Field Day will be held on June 27th and 28th.  NØVAU reported that three vehicles have been reserved.  These include the MEOC, a DOT Trailer, and DHSS’s “BT Cruiser”.  
K9ZTV had sent an email around stating that Porite’s field has been confirmed.  
Station captains and backups are needed to oversee the operation of each of the four stations we plan to operate.  Currently KIØY has volunteered for SSB captain with WAØZOG serving as backup, and WBØS was “volunteered” for the GOTA captain.
