2-Meter Repeater report:  Tom, NØSS, reported no changes since the last meeting.
Digipeater report:  Mike, WAØZOG, reported no changes.
Missouri Emergency Packet Network (MEPN):  Jim, NØTKN, reported the system is up and running again.  Equipment has been victimized but things are getting better.
Emergency Coordinator's report:  Rich, NØJBF, reported a busy week in preparation for the National Level Exercise.  A briefing document was put together for those willing to help.  The JC Ring will be activated Monday through Wednesday 8am to noon and will relay traffic to SEMA by packet or email.  One more HF operator is needed to help receive traffic.

Kent, K9ZTV, and Bill, W4RK, made a trip to Branson to check the operating site the NLE.  Instruction was given on the use of BGAN phones, which are not military satellite phones.
VE Liaison’s report:  Nancie, NMØC, reported one exam to give after the meeting.  
CW Classes:  Tom, NØSS, reported that the advanced class has been sparse the last few weeks.  They are concentrating on sending good CW.  This class meets at Mel’s Country Café at 6:45am on Saturday mornings.   
Kent, K9ZTV, reported that in his absence, Bill, W4RK, has been covering the intermediate and beginning classes.  The class is progressing and some folks have been getting on the air making live QSO’s.  Field Day prep will be coming up.  The intermediate class meets at Mel’s after breakfast on Saturday mornings at 9am, while the beginning class meets an hour later at 10am.
